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EXPLANATION OF NON-GAAP ADJUSTMENTS

In the 2017 first quarter, the Company reached a settlement with Her Majesty’s Revenue and Customs ("HMRC") in
the United Kingdom regarding HMRC's challenge of the tax treatment of certain of the Company's contributions in
the United Kingdom to an Employee Benefits Trust between 2002 and 2008. The Company recorded $1.5 million
related to the Pay as You Earn tax and Class 1 National Insurance Contributions and the respective beneficiary
reimbursements as a component of Salaries and employee benefits. Inheritance tax and interest expense of $2.4
million incurred as a result of the settlement was recorded as a component of Other, net.

In the 2017 second quarter, the Company recorded a non-cash impairment charge of $39.2 million to write off the
carrying value of the intangible assets and goodwill related to its Culture Shaping operating segment.

In the 2017 fourth quarter, the Company recorded a non-cash impairment charge of $11.6 million to write off the
carrying value of the intangible assets and goodwill related to its Leadership Consulting business.

In the 2017 fourth quarter, the Company recorded restructuring charges of $15.7 million in connection with
initiatives to reduce overall costs and improve operational efficiencies. These charges consisted of $13.1 million of
employee-related costs, including severance associated with reductions in its workforce, $2.3 million of other
professional and consulting fees and $0.3 million of expenses associated with closing three office locations, one in
each region.

In the 2017 fourth quarter, the net loss was $39.2 million and basic and diluted loss per share was $2.09. Despite
the loss, the company had tax expense of $20.1 million, representing an effective tax rate of negative 105.4 percent.
The tax rate was mostly impacted by charges resulting from the enactment into law of the U.S. Tax Cuts and Jobs
Act (TCJA) in December 2017. These charges included $14.5 million related to the write-down of the value of the
company's U.S. deferred tax assets as a result of the reduction in the U.S. corporate income tax rate from 35 percent
to 21 percent and a charge of $9.2 million to establish a valuation allowance for its foreign tax credit carry forward
because provisions in the new legislation will likely restrict their use going forward.
